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Upper Cumberland Komen Grants Presented

The Upper Cumberland Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure recently hosted a reception to present grants to local organizations for projects this year.  Awards were also presented to Race for the Cure fundraising teams and sponsors.

Large grants were presented to:

The Cannon County Senior Center and Stones River Hospital will increase the amount of mammograms performed in Cannon County and throughout the Upper Cumberland through their “No Excuses-Get Checked” project.  They will promote the importance of screening, provide free mammograms, and provide a support system for those recently diagnosed.  Educating women to be proactive about their health and to follow through with scheduled appointments will be some of the primary goals.  Recently diagnosed clients will be matched with breast cancer survivors as mentors during treatment.

The Cumberland Medical Center will provide screening mammograms to the medically underserved population of the Upper Cumberland Region and an educational message to the public about the importance of self exams and annual screening in the prevention and early detection of breast cancer.

The TN Department of Health Upper Cumberland Breast and Cervical Cancer Screening program aims to increase screening for breast cancer by providing outreach, education and screening for older, uninsured or underinsured women living in low income households.  The project is specifically trying to reach and serve women who are 50 and older who have never had a mammogram or have not had one in two or more years, because these women are at higher risk.

WCTE Upper Cumberland Broadcast Council will create and launch an “I Did It” campaign with on-line, on air and print media to alert women about the importance of yearly mammograms, early detection and breast health awareness. The project will target low income uninsured women of the rural LBJ & C Head Start population and insured faculty and staff of the  Upper Cumberland school districts and TTU who are not taking advantage of their yearly mammogram. WCTE will produce public service announcements, testimonials, and live call-in programs.

The Warren County Educational Foundation, WCPI-FM radio and River Park Hospital will partner to continue the  “One Woman, One Life, One Difference” program for breast cancer awareness, education, and screening for women in Warren and adjacent counties.  The goal is to educate women about breast health and to encourage them to have regular breast screenings.  WCPI-FM radio will provide a campaign devoted to breast health education and awareness.  River Park Hospital will provide free breast cancer screenings and diagnostic mammograms to underserved women over the age of 40 who meet income and residential guidelines.
Small Grants (under $5000) were awarded to Leadership Putnam, Genesis House, Magness Library in McMinnville, Crossville Medical Center for Nurse Navigator training, and Cookeville Regional Medical Center for attendance at the National Consortium of Breast Centers and for Nurse Navigator training.

Trophies were presented to the top two fundraising teams from the Race for the Cure, Team REI and Team TriState.
